Q&A'’s - Public transport
concessions for
‘border students’

In 2007, the Victorian Government has extended
public transport concessions to students attending a
number of interstate schools and institutions.

When do border students get concession fares?

In October 2006 the Minister for Public Transport announced that students who reside in
Victoria but travel over the State border to attend certain secondary schools, TAFES or
universities will be eligible for concession fares on public transport from the start of the 2007
school year.

Which border areas are affected?
Schools and educational institutions that are within 50 kilometres of the Victorian border with
New South Wales or South Australia.

What sort of educational institutions are eligible for Victorian Public Transport
concession?
Secondary schools, TAFEs and universities.

Why are students who attend these institutions in N ew South Wales and South Australia

eligible for Victorian Public Transport concessions ?

Very often Victorian families living near a border area have to send their child / children to the
nearest school that is across a state border. For example, there are high school students who
live in Wodonga but go to school in Albury.

Students attending which educational institutions a re entitled to obtain a Victorian Public
Transport Student Concession Card?

Step 1: Obtain a 2007 Victorian Public Transport Student Concession Card

Application Form from:

* V/Line staffed stations

* V/Line ticket agents

Step 2: Complete the form and attach two recent colour passport size photographs to the form.

Step 3: Take the completed form to your Principal / Bursar / Registrar or Secretary of your
school / institution to have the form signed and stamped.

Step 4: Take the form with the appropriate payment back to either

« A staffed V/Line station or

* A V/Line ticket agent or

* A selected Connex Premium Station or
» The MetShop



Staff will be able to process the application and issue a Victorian Public Transport Student
Concession Card on the spot.

Are the schools and institutions aware of the chang ed entitlements?
A media release by the Victorian Minister for Public Transport was made on 31 October 2006.
A mail out explaining the changes was made to these institutions in January 2007.

When can | start applying in 20077
Students in these schools can start applying for Victorian public transport concession cards at
the start of the 2007 school year.

Do | need a Victorian Public Transport Student Conc  ession Card if | am in primary
school?

All children under the age of 15 are entitled to concession fares and do not require a Victorian
Public Transport Student Concession Card.

Can | use my school or university student ID card f  or public transport concession?

No, a student ID card only identifies a student as belonging to a particular school and only
allows that student to use the school facilities. A Victorian Public Transport Student Concession
Card is required for concessions on public transport services.

Can | still use the ISIC (International Student Ide  ntity Card) to get concession travel on
V/Line services in Victoria?

No, the ISIC card will not be recognised for concession travel on public transport in Victoria after
31 December 2006.

Are students who live in border locations in NSW an d SA, but attend a Victorian school /
institution entitled to a Victorian Public Transpor t Student Concession Card?
Yes, these students may need to use public transport to get to their schools.

What about students who live in border locations in NSW and SA and attend one of the
schools / institutions listed?
No, these students are residing and attending a school in their own state.
